President’s Report

If you find it unlocked, could you please let the girls in
the office know so they can lock it. You will also notice that a change table has been placed in the storeroom for all the
new mums to use if they wish.

Many of the families that attend Jamieson Way have been asking when the floor mats will be cleaned. The committee
have applied for a community grant through Wyndham City Council to enable us to purchase new mats, and some new
ride-on toys for outside. We are currently waiting to hear if the grant has been approved. The committee is also looking
at replacing some of the toys in the storeroom. | will be going through all the toys during the end of term toy cleaning to
see what needs to be replaced.

Those of you that attend Point Cook Community Learning Centre now have access to a payment box in the cupboard in
the storeroom. This will hopefully make it easier for you to pay your fees (without having to deposit at the bank or rely
on internet banking), and to return any other monies or documentation to the committee. You will also notice that some
equipment has been removed from your storeroom. As the council are responsible for purchasing all equipment and
toys for your centre, the equipment belonging to Jamieson Way has been removed. This was due to other users of the
rooms using our equipment. However, | have been advised by the council that they will be purchasing new equipment to
replace what has been removed. The large box containing the baby toys has been left for your use, and the committee
will be looking at purchasing some new baby toys for your centre.

A new agreement has just been signed between Wyndham City Council, Point Cook Community Learning Centre and
Point Cook Playgroup extending the agreement until the end of 2010. There are some new conditions which include the
minimum number of sessions that must be run, the minimum number of families per session, and attendance targets
that must be reached in order to comply with the agreement. With this in mind, we need everyone enrolled at Point
Cook Community Learning Centre to attend their sessions on a regular basis to prevent us breaching the agreement and
possibly having it terminated. If you cannot attend for any reason, please advise your Group Leader or a committee
member.

On a lighter note, the first fundraiser of the year has been a success. Thank you to everyone who sold, and purchased,
tickets to the Kindergarten Parents Victoria Raffle. We raised $1,000 which will go towards the end of year Christmas
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party. The next fundraiser is only a handful of weeks away. The Bunnings BBQ will be held on Sunday 25" July. This is a
huge fundraiser for us, so we need as many people to volunteer as possible. Sign up sheets have been placed in both
centres, so please put your name (or your husbands) down. We are only asking for two hours of your time (or more if
you wish). If you can’t volunteer your time, you can always donate something — see the Fundraisers Report for more
details. The sausages and bread have kindly been donated by Aussie Farmers Direct. In order to continue with
fundraising, if you sign up as a customer, or are an existing customer, you can support Point Cook Playgroup as part of
the Aussie Farmers Direct Healthy Eating Fundraising Program. It costs you nothing, but Playgroup will receive 2% of
every purchase you make. A flyer has been attached to the newsletter, and copies of the flyers will be placed at each
centre.
